Background

Tsirang Dzongkhag is located in the south-central part of the country and has an area of 
638.80 Sq.km with elevations ranging from 400 to 2000 meters above the mean sea level. The 
Dzongkhag is located along the Wangdue - Sarpang National Highway. It shares boundary 
with Wangdue Dzongkhag in the north, Sarpang Dzongkhag in the southeast and Dagana in 
the southwest. About 78 percent of land is under forest cover mainly of broadleaf and chirpine 
species, while arable land constitutes 13.73 percent. 

Tsirang Dzongkhag has tweleve Gewogs viz; Barshong, Patshaling, Dunglagang, Gosaling, 
kikorthang, Mendrelgang, Sergithang, Phuentenchu, Rangthangling, Semjong, Tsholingkhar 
and Tsirangtoe. 

It has a total projected population of 19,933 in 2009 out of which 10,107 are male and 9,825 are 
female. Agriculture and Livestock farming are the main source of income for the rural people. 
Cash crops such as orange and cardamom contributes to their income and cereal crops such as 
paddy, maize and millet are also grown. 

The temperate climatic conditions and its diverse agro-ecological features stand at the advan-
tage of the Dzongkhag in terms of enhancing its agricultural production. The livestock and 
poultry farming has become main source of livelihood for the farmers.
