National Statistics Bureau (NSB) conducted the Bhutan Multiple Indicator Survey (BMIS) in 2010 with financial and technical support from
the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA) and United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF).

Out of a sample of 15,400 households, 14,917 household were interviewed with a response rate of 98%. Within those interviewed
households, 16,823 eligible women (aged 15-49 years of age) were identified. Of them 14,018 were interviewed yielding a response rate of
83%. A total of 6,457 under-five children were identified and questionnaires were completed for 6,297 of them with a response rate of 98%.
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
